1st Kind of Wisdom: 

ØIt’s source is… James 3:15 
Earthly: Values of this world. 
Natural: Beliefs and feelings 
of man alone. 
Demonic: Satanic deception.



I Corinthians 1:21, 22 
“For since in the wisdom of God the 
world through its wisdom did not come 
to know God, God was well­pleased 
through the foolishness of the message 
preached to save those who believe. 
For indeed Jews ask for signs and 
Greeks search for wisdom...”



I Corinthians 2:6 

“Yet we do speak wisdom among 
those who are mature; a wisdom, 
however, not of this age nor of 
the rulers of this age, who are 
passing away;”

Disorder: Confusion, 
disturbance. 
Evil thing: Worthless, of no 
account.



Genesis 3:1­6 
Now the serpent was more crafty than any beast 
of the field which the Lord God had made. And 
he said to the woman, “Indeed, has God said, 
‘You shall not eat from any tree of the 
garden’?”  The woman said to the serpent, 
“From the fruit of the trees of the garden we may 
eat;  but from the fruit of the tree which is in the 
middle of the garden, God has said, ‘You shall 
not eat from it or touch it, or you will die.’”



The serpent said to the woman, “You surely will 
not die! “For God knows that in the day you eat 
from it your eyes will be opened, and you will be 
like God, knowing good and evil.” When the 
woman saw that the tree was good for food, and 
that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the 
tree was desirable to make one wise, she took 
from its fruit and ate; and she gave also to her 
husband with her, and he ate.



Genesis 4:4­8 
Abel, on his part also brought of the firstlings 
of his flock and of their fat portions. And the 
Lord had regard for Abel and for his 
offering; but for Cain and for his offering He 
had no regard. So Cain became very angry and 
his countenance fell. Then the Lord said to 
Cain, “Why are you angry? And why has your 
countenance fallen…?



“…If you do well, will not your 
countenance be lifted up? And if you do 
not do well, sin is crouching at the door; 
and its desire is for you, but you must 
master it.” Cain told Abel his brother. 
And it came about when they were in the 
field, that Cain rose up against Abel his 
brother and killed him.

Cain said to the Lord, “My punishment is 
too great to bear! “Behold, You have 
driven me this day from the face of the 
ground; and from Your face I will be 
hidden, and I will be a vagrant and a 
wanderer on the earth, and whoever finds 
me will kill me.”
