A. REMEMBER

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Remember it now. 
What did it feel like? 
How did you act differently? 

Did you speak differently? 

Were you bolder in sharing your faith? 
Was your fear/shame level different? 

What was your prayer life like? Not how much time spent praying but the way you spoke with God. 
Was it more raw, real, passionate, or honest? 

B. REPENT 
§ This repentance is about turning away from doing the right things without heart or love. 

“I have let my love for ________________________________ replace my first love for Jesus.” 

§ Acts 3:19 

C. RETURN (Do the deeds you did at first) 

D. Consequence or Reward – vs. 5b and 7 

§ He who overcomes – 1 John 5:4-5 

§ Remove lampstand – church will come to an end 

§ Tree of life in the Paradise of God – Revelation 22:2, 14, 19 – eternal life in Heaven
