
1. Human pride is rebellion against God (vv. 1-4) 
Genesis 3:1-7; Revelation 3:16-17; James 4:4-7 

Pride leads to disobeying God’s Word (vs. 2) 
Compare Genesis 9:1 and 11:2 

Pride is rooted in dependence upon self (vs. 3) 
Let us make bricks and burn them... 

Pride leads to the love of praise (vs. 4) 
Let us make for ourselves a name... 

Pride is fueled by insecurity (vs. 4) 
Otherwise we will be scattered... 

2. Human pride is not tolerated by God (vv. 5-9). 
Genesis 3:22-24; Jeremiah 1:12-13; Isaiah 2:12; Jeremiah 9:23-24 

God investigates our proud actions (vs. 5) 
The Lord came down to see... 

God knows the danger of our pride (vv. 6-7) 
Nothing which they purpose to do will be impossible for them... 

God’s purposes will be accomplished, not man’s (vv. 8-9) 
The Lord scattered them over the whole earth.
