RESPONSE 

First, set everything aside except a pen and this paper. Take a breath and relax. 

Be quiet for a minute and confess sin and ask for God to help you hear His voice. 

Write down here something you are praying for – God’s will or direction for something, a struggle you 
need help with, or any other request. 

Pray now and as a fear, anxiety or distraction comes into your mind – immediately write it down here. 

Then immediately pray about that. “God, why did this come into my mind?” Confess any sin. Ask for the 
Holy Spirit to speak to you about this fear. Ask for God’s power to defeat it, heal it, and remove it. 

Then go back to your original point of prayer. If another distraction comes, write it down and pray for it 
again. 

Now go back to your original prayer topic again.
