I. God’s Promise to Israel Genesis 28:10-15 

A. God was always with Israel and God is still with Israel. 

B. What can we do to support Israel? 

II. God’s Promise to Israel = God’s Promise to Us 
A. Surely the Lord is in this place and I did not know it – vs. 16 

• Psalm 139:7-10 – Everywhere you are, I Am 
• Matthew 28:20 – I am with you always 
• Ephesians 2:14 – the “dividing wall” has been broken down 

B. This is the gate of heaven – vs. 17 
• Jacob calls this place the gate of heaven and if the Holy Spirit now dwells within you, then 

YOU are the gate of heaven. YOU are the place that heaven and earth meet. 

Response during the Service 
• Jacob’s response was to do three things: 

WORSHIP vs. 18-19 
COMMIT vs. 20-22 
GIVE vs. 22
